Taken from the Articles of Incorporation  (July 20th, 1959):

The purposes for which this non-profit corporation is formed are:

a) To provide an organization through which is directed the cooperative efforts of the individuals, firms and corporations engaged in the business of highway and heavy contract construction; to encourage efficiency among contractors; and to encourage those methods of contracting which are in the best interest of the public, the contractors, subcontractors, fabricators, suppliers, financing, bonding, and insuring institutions, and others concerned with the heavy contracting business.

b) To maintain high professional standards in the conduct of work and to establish members of the association in the public mind as contractors who fulfill their obligations in good faith.

c) To promote cordial and cooperative relations between general contractors and those individuals, companies and governmental officials with whom they deal.

d) To promote good business practices in the industry.

e) To cooperate with public officials, and others, employing highway and heavy contractors; to promote improved bidding procedures.

f) To cooperate with the Transportation Department, and others, in the improvement of the design and construction of public and private projects.

g) To develop improved materials and construction methods.

h) To promote and facilitate sound labor practices and relationships.

i) To promote safety for the general public and to eliminate the causes of injury and death in and around construction projects.

j) To disseminate information and carry on a broad educational program including apprenticeship and training.

k) To otherwise promote the interests of the contracting industry.
