NMOSHA Update – OSHA has increased its focus on job site inspection in New Mexico.   Jay Myers encouraged all safety committee member companies to participate in the ACNM – OSHA partnership.  Melissa Barker reminded the committee that the ARRA Stimulus Federal Funding has specific focus on job site safety inspections.

AON Safety Audits – the task force is still reviewing the details of how ACNM would administer this program.

Construction Industry Crime Alliance (CICA) – ACNM received an update from the City of Albuquerque’s Police representative on this issue.

Crosby Group Training – report will be deferred to the next safety committee meeting (Joe Folk was absent due to an illness).

Topics for future committee meetings – the committee suggested that Joe Folk discuss with Dub Girand (Highway Supply) the opportunity to present issues related to the new updates on Traffic Control Safety/MUTCD regulation changes.
